CLINICAL AND MICROBIOLOGICAL BASE OF THE LINK BETWEEN THE COURSE OF CHRONIC PARODONTITIS
AND CHRONIC TONSILLITIS

Summary. The features of the course of chronic parodontitis on a background of chronic tonsillitis were studied. We used objective
methods of assessment of the condition of the organs of oral cavity and the condition of the hygiene. The features of the microflora at
these pathologies were studied. This study has demonstrated a link between parodontium condition, oral hygiene, microbial biocenosis
in the patients with chronic parodontitis and the presence or absence of concomitant tonsillar pathology. Concomitant tonsillar pathology
significantly worsens the condition of the oral hygiene and parodontium condition.

QUALITY OF LIFE IN PATIENTS WITH JUVENILE RHEUMATOID ARTHRITIS (ACCORDING TO CHAQ AND SF-36
QUESTIONIARIES)

Summary. Juvenile rheumatoid arthritis is one of the most severe and high invalid rheumatic diseases of the childhood. Quick
progressive currency, chronicle pain lead to broken of the mood and decreasing of the quality of life in patients with JRA. At the study
we examined 72 children with JRA. Results of the study allowed us to estimate degree of the functional disability, functional
adaptation and quality of life in patients with JRA.
