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Thus, the implamantation of aspects of academic literacy in the universities of Kazakhstan
faces a number of important and urgent problems, creating unwieldy given direction. In this
context, first of all, it is necessary to revise the very structure of the teaching of disciplines, as
well as the approach of teachers to conduct classes. The main burden in training the student
should carry appropriate and independently under the guidance of his mentor. Perhaps
rethinking approaches to the education system will create favorable conditions for the
realization of the academic literacy in high schools of Kazakhstan.
